John Red· 
mond, who heads the section , is 
no tyro himself, and wtll pass 
tbe five· year mark In June.

Department is the Test. Opera· 
tions Section. I job extends 
over a wide range of the product 
development process. In the de· 
velopment stage, the test and 
project people must cooperate In 
working out satisfactory tests for 
experimental parts and compon· 
ent. .. Once Its d esign h aa 
jelled, a new engine or compon · 

In order to carry out Its opera· 
tions, test utilizes some 1'1 test 
stands in 5 areas, numerous pro­
pellant storage facHitles, and a 
profusion of valves, pIpes, brac· 
kets and assorted ha rdware, as 
well as the personnel to deSign, 
maintain, operate and control 
them. set them up. tear them 
down and reassemble them. To 
perfonn these tasks. the Test 
Operations Section Includes. In 
addition to Its engineers and 
operators, a layout draftsman. a 
welder. a truck driver, a tool crib 
attendant. and a machlnlst _ 
complete with a smail machine 
, hop. 

The delicate job of calibrating. 
maintaining, and on occasion de· 
signing the Instruments required 
for critical test measurementa, 
belongs to the Instrument.atlon 
Section under the supervision of 
the Ins trumentation Operations 
EnJ[lneer, Fred Green. Working 
with Fred are three Instrumen· 
tatlon eni'tineers, seven technl · 
cians, and a two· man photo­
graahle team. 

To keep the Test Operations 
and Instrumentation sections 
free from strangulation by paper­
work. J oe Grow and the three 
other men in t.he Administration 
Section conduct an orderly nOw 
of the Inevitable and abundant 
Items of clerical operations. 

J udging by the stories told by 
veterans of the Test Area, Test 
ls becoming a relatively stdate 
and undramatic operation One 
reminiscence concerns the prlml­
Uve heating system In the old 
days. 

Test buildings are now cOt.lly 
heated elWer by steam or propane 
heaters.

THEN IT HAPPENED ; with 
the clutches tightened all the 
way on all three reels. the fi sh 
had full control 01 the entire 
situation. They we re simply pull­
ing the lines off the reels because 
the "clutches wouldn't h old." 

Two of the men threw their 
ooles down on the deck, grabbed 
the line and brought the fi sh In 
hand over hand (real sportsmen­
l1Iee ). I got the third strike and 
If you ever see a bill; blue with 
400 ft. of low-grade line hooked 
In his mouth, a smug expression 
on his face, that's my fish . Well, 
anyway, after a short-lived ex­
citement ended . the Skipper and 
Mate sat down In the center of 
the deck, IndIan lashlon , and be­
Ilan to overhaul the reels while 
the fish scooted all around the 
boat lIke a bunch of hound dogs 
looking for a trail. About an 
hour later we did manage to get 
a couple of lines overboard , but 
too late, the ftsh had gone away.
