Exciting Discovery by
Rice U. Scientists

Rice University scientists have
announced what they believe to
be the most exciting discovery yet
to come from their Apollo lunar
surface package experiment—the
observation of what appears to be
a lunar “geyser.” Drs. John W.
Freeman and I1, K. Hills explain-
ed that the Rice-designed Apollo
Lunar Surface Experiment Pack-
age (ALSEP) Suprathermal Ion
Dectector Experiment (SIDE) re-
turning continuous data from the
lunar sutface has reported a spo-
radic burst of water vapor ions.
The burst, recorded on Matrch 7th
of this year by the Apollo 14 in-
strument at Fra Mauro lasted
nearly 12 hours and provided the
largest flux of ions yet detected by
the experiment’s mass Spectro-
meter,

Dr. Freeman explained that a
sudden venting of gas from a fis-
sure in the lunar surface seems to
be the most logical explanation for
the phenomena. The question of
water under the funar surface has
long been a matter of intense in-
terest to lunar scientists. Recently
evidence has been growing for the
existence of so-called lunar tran-
sient phenomena. An international

network of observers has com-
piled an extensive list of transient
changes seen in the color and
clarity of surface Yeatures on the
moon. These changes have been
found to occur predominently in
certain areas on the moon and at
certain times in the lunar orbit.
Also, photos taken by the lunar
orbital satellites showed occasional
hazy regions that looked like ris-
ing gas clouds. Dr. Freeman fur-
ther explained that any water lib-
erated impulsively from cracks in
the lunar surface would vaporize
instantly due to the high vacuum
of space and produce effects simi-
lar to those observed by the SIDE
experiment and these other obser-
vations.

The scientists’ picture of the
sutface of the moon as a com-
pletely quiet place appears to be
changing to one where the serenity
is occasionally punctruated by the
geyser-like outbursts and moon-
quakes.

The Rice scientists also noted
that the ion detector indicates the
gasses left behind by the Apollo
Lunar Module rocket engines dis-
sipate within a time span of a
few months.

Buss Makes Second Flight

The second flight of the Balloon-
borne Ultraviolet Stellar Spectro-
meter (BUSS), following the suc-
cessful test flight m June 1971,
was carried out on the night of 7-8
October 1971. The payload was
recovered in a good condition after
a 10-hour flight. The flight re-
asserted the capabilities of the
BUSS payload, which provides the
highest spectral resolution of any
current flight instrument designed
for observation of stellar spectra,
whether balloon-, rocket- or satel-
lite-borne.

The study of the collection of
the emissions is expected to en-
hance our understanding of stellar
chromospheres. The chromosphere
is a region of a star’s atmosphere
which thus far has been directly
observable only for the sun. This
investigation is also related to the

BUSS is being developed as a
prototype of the Small Astronomy
Telescope which is under consid-
eration for the Space Shutdle
sortie missions.

Results of the June and October
flights will be presented at the
American Astronomical Society
meeting in December 1971 and
also, upon invitation, at the TAU
(International Astropomical Un-
ion) Colloquium on Stellar
Chromospheres in February 1972.

The principal investigator for
the BUSS study is Dr. Y. Kondo
of the Planetary & Earth Sciences
Division. Working with him on
this project is Dr. R. T. Giuli,
also of/. MSC, and Dr. J. L. Modi-
sette of Houston Baptist College.

Center Employs the Handicapped

MSC has developed a continu-
ing program to hire the handicap-
ped. This Center hired a total of
ten handicapped employees as tem-
poraries during the past summer
and the results were most gratify-
ing. These employees demonstrated
to everyone that, while they may
have lost one capability, their over-
all ability got the job done and
done well.

The MSC Coordinator, H. Mer-
vin Hughes put it this way. “We
hope to gain not garlands for help-
ing out, but an insight into their
difficulty. To get to know them
is to understand them, to under-
stand them is to communicate, and
that is where rehabilitation on the
job begins.”

As the nation’s largest single
employer, the Federal Govern-
ment feels it should be the leader
in the field of hiring the handi-

capped. The Civil Service Com-

mission has granted special hiring
authority  (non-competitive ex-
ams) for hiring the severely
handicapped, mentally retarded,
mentally restored, and the reha-
bilitated public offender. Over
the past two summers, MSC has
employed persons with cerebal
palsy, muscular distrophy, deaf-
ness, blindness, birth defects,
paraplegia, epilepsy, amputees,
and mental problems.

MSC does not restrict its hir-
ing of the handicapped to those
slightly impaired, but has taken
upon itself to accept cven the
most challenging of cases. 1lughes
said MSC is a leader among
NASA centers in hiring handi-

Conferences on space biology,
solar particles and,on geophysics
of the moon attracted leading
scientists from the Unired States
and a number of forcign coun-
trics to the Lunar Science Insti-
wie,  adjacent o the NASA
Manned Spacecraft Center, Hous-
ton during the past two weeks.

Scientists discussed the chemi-
cal evolution of life, extra terres-
trial life detection, and the res-
ponse of living organisms to ex-
tra terrestrial conditions at a two
day conference October 11 and
12 at the LSI. The conference
was headed by Dr. John Weete,
Assistant Scientist at the Lunar
Science Institute.

On October 13.15, Dr. Ro-
berr M. \‘C’;]”(L'r, Director (!f []1(.‘
Laboratory for Space Physics at
Washington Untveristy, St. Lou-
is, Missouri, chaired a conference
on “Modern and Ancient Encrpe-
tic  Particles from the Sun.”
Scientists who have measured the
propertics  of encrgenie particles
in space probes and those who
have studied their effects in re-
turned lunar samples participated
in the conference.

A third confernce ar the 1.SI
scheduled for October 1821 dis.
cussed lunar  geophysics, includ-
ing  same  preliminary results
trom Apollo 15, The four day
meeting was chaired by Dr. Da-
vid W. Strangway, Chief of the
Geophysics Branch at the NASA
Manned Spacecraft Center.

Dr. Joseph W. Chamberlain,
Director of the LSI, said there
was excellent participation by
leading scientists in each of the
conferences.

Mariner 9 1o Sllul)' Mars

Is Mars towadly bleak and in.
hospitable o Tile? Or could water
stitl be found on the planct? Wha
role do dust storms play in form-
ing Martian clouds?

These questions may be answer-
ed, at least in part, starting No-
vember 13 when Mariner 9 goes
into orbit around Mars for a mini-
mum 90-day study period in the
National Aeronautics and Space
Administration’s most ambitious
planctary trip to date,

Space scientists hope to receive
more definitive readings from their
instruments than those received in
the 1969 flybys of Mariners 6 and
7. The results of these (lights
changed centuries-old concepts of
Mars as a friendly habitat for some
form of life to a cold, barren plan-
et as hostile as Antarctica.

The discovery of an organic
compound or some member of the
carbon family would be a hopeful
sign of developing life, however

While

common

primitive, on the planer,
apparently  hostile 1o
carthly forms of life, Mars nay
toster its own rugged uncarthly
organisms,

Some support of this hope was
indicated in 1970 experiments by
rescarchers at the Jet Propulsion
Laboratory, Pasadena, Calif., who
produced three organic compounds
in the laboratory simulating Mar-
tian soil, atmosphere and ultra-
vialet radiation,

‘The compounds (formaldchyde,
acctaldchyde and  glycolic acid)
were thought likely 1o be produc-
wd by sunlight on the surface of
Mars, The nvestigators also b
licved those compounds were pre-
cursors to biological molecules on
the primitive carth.

Final determination of life on
the planet, however, probably will
have to wait for a janded system
analysis later in the 1970s.

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Corn Blight

Survey Completed

A joint experiment conducted
by the National Aeronautics and
Space  Administration (NASA)
and the UL.S, Department of Agri-
culture (USDA) 10 gather infor-
mation on southern corn leaf
blight from aircraft has been com-
pleted and the data are being an-
alyzed.

Preliminary  resules show  the
blight can be detected and its
progress monitored by
bearing aircraft.

Although southern corn leat
blight was not as severe as pro-
jected. the presence of such a
widespread infestation provides
a unique opportunity to assess
crop surveys, The technique offers
promise in providing quick and
accurate surveys of large arcas
of farmland from aircraft or
spacecralt,

USDA and NASA are analyz-
ing results of the experiment in
detail to not only determine the
usefulness of crop infestation
surveys, but for many other agri-
cultural applications such  sur-
veys promise. It is expected re-
sults of the analysis will be an-
nounced within the next few
months,
